• The maximum number of clinics organised by National 
Federation is two. 

• There may be no more than one clinic per discipline and 
category (Coaches or Swimming Officials) organised by a 
National Federation on an annual basis. 

• FINA Clinics for Coaches may last from five to ten days, whereas 
FINA  

 
Clinics for Swimming Officials have a duration of three to five days. 
 

November – December Bid Approvals: FINA announces which of its 209 
affiliated National Federations have been awarded with a FINA Clinic. 
January – December: 
Awarded National Federations may host a FINA Clinic from January to 
December of the following year, according to the approved applications.
